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DANIEL WEEK 3

The Tree
FOCUS
Daniel 4:10-12, 16, 23, 31, 33-34 & 36
King Nebuchadnezzar has had another 
dream that troubled him! He asked 
Daniel what it meant, and Daniel told 
him. Even though Daniel warned the 
king to be humble before God, the king 
didn’t listen! Now the king will suffer the 
consequences!

MATERIALS
Tree picture

King and Daniel actors and songs

Large tree with animals, fruit and branches

Tree coloring page (1 per child)

Consequences coloring page (1 per child)

Voice recording and speaker

Edible grass (1 handful per child)

Feathers and headband (1 per child)

Crayons, markers, tape and glue

ACTIVITIES

1.	 Introduction
TALK: Ask the children if they remember King 
Nebuchadnezzar and Daniel from week 1.

ACTIVITY: Show children the Tree picture and  
hang nearby for them to see.

2.	Another dream
TALK: The king had a troubling dream and he wanted to know 
what it meant. He asked the wise men, and they could not tell him, 
so he asked Daniel. Daniel was able to tell him the dream and give 
him advice about what to do so the events in the dream would  
not happen. 

ACTIVITY: Have king and Daniel sing the “I’ve had a dream” song.

ACTIVITIES

3.	The tree
TALK: The king had a dream about a tree! The tree was huge! 
Animals lived underneath the leaves, birds flew from branch to 
branch and the tree had fruit for everyone! 

ACTIVITY: Show children the large tree with the animals 
underneath and fruit on its branches. Then have children trace 
their hand in the shape of a tree then glue fruit and animals on it.

4.	Consequences
TALK: The king liked the dream about the tree, until 
he heard a voice say to cut down the tree and trim 
off its branches! Daniel told him this meant he would 
be changed! He would have the mind of an animal 
and eat grass like an ox for 7 years! All the king had 
to do was to renounce his sins by doing what was 
right and to be kind to the oppressed. What would 
he choose?

ACTIVITY: Have children color the flip-up consequences page.

5.	The king’s choice
TALK: The king had a choice, he could either be kind and do what was 
right, and humble himself before God or he would have the mind of an 
animal for 7 years and eat grass like an ox! A year later the king was 
walking on the roof of his palace, saying about how great he was, and  
all of a sudden a voice from heaven told him that his royal authority  
was being taken away!

ACTIVITY: Have king stand before kids and talk about his amazing city,  
then play sound of the voice talking to the king, then have the king take  
off crown, get on all fours and run away. 

6.	in trouble
TALK: The king choose to not humble himself. He was proud of everything 
he had and did not thank God for everything he had given him. So 
everything he had dreamed about came true. 

ACTIVITY: Have children take everything off the tree then take off  
the top of the tree, leaving a stump.

ACTIVITIES

7.	 eat grass
TALK: Once the king had the mind of an animal he went into the 
wild and lived with the wild donkeys and ate grass like an ox!

ACTIVITY: Give each child a handful of edible grass to eat.

8.	hair like an eagle
TALK: The king lived in the wild and his hair grew like the 
feathers of an eagle!

ACTIVITY: Have each child make a headband with feathers.

9.	back again
TALK: Just like the voice and Daniel had said, at the end of 7 
years the king looked up to heaven and his sanity was restored. 
Do you think he was mad that he had spent 7 years living like 
an animal? No! He praised God! He even sent out a letter to 
everyone in his kingdom to hear what God had done to him!

ACTIVITY: Have king take off headband then put on crown and 
heart necklace then look up to heaven and say:

KING: I have eaten grass! I have lived with wild donkeys for 7 years! I am 
alive! You Lord, are mighty. You are awesome to behold. Not me!

10.	Restored
TALK: God restored the king to his throne and he became even 
greater than before! God was able to humble the king and show 
him that He was the greatest of all!

ACTIVITY: Have kids put the tree back together then tape hearts  
on the tree.

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.

Edible Grass
1.	 Turn oven on to 350* for 10 minutes.
2.	Mix 2 cups of sweetened shredded coconut with 4 tsp of 

spinach puree.
3.	Turn oven off and bake for at least 10 minutes, stirring the 

coconut every few minutes.
