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GOD’S WONDERS WEEK 1

Signs for Moses
FOCUS
Exodus 3:1-2, 4:1-3, 4:6 4:9-12, 4:27-28 &  
Psalm 23:4
The signs that God gave to Moses when 
he told him to go to Egypt and ask 
Pharaoh to let his people go. 

MATERIALS
Signs for Moses picture

Signs for Moses coloring page (1 per child)

Small shepherds staff and sheep (1 per child)

Large shepherds staff

God from within the burning bush recording and small speaker

Burning bush & flames

Signs for Moses (maze) coloring page (1 per child)

Orange or Brown Play-Doh (1 tablespoon child)

Bucket (or bowl) of flour and bucket (or bowl) of water and towel

Bowl with a cup of red Kool-Aid at bottom, small cups  
(1 per child) and large bucket of water

Pharaoh actor/actress (with optional headdress)

Moses and Aaron actor/actress

Crayons
ACTIVITIES

1.	 Introduction
TALK: Ask the children if they know who Moses is. Give a 
short summary of Moses before he went to Egypt to lead the 
Israelites out of slavery.

ACTIVITY: Show children the Moses and the burning bush 
picture and hang nearby for them to see. 

2.	Moses the shepherd
TALK: After Moses left Egypt he lived in Midian with his 
new family. He became a shepherd and took care of his 
father-in-laws sheep. Sometimes he traveled far from  
home to let his sheep graze. 

ACTIVITY: Color the Signs for Moses coloring page.

ACTIVITIES

3.	Shepherds staff
TALK: Ask the children if they know what a shepherds 
staff is. What is it used for. Some ways are for pointing 
the sheep in the right direction, guiding the sheep 
or sometimes prodding and catching them, and for 
protection. Then compare this to the example of the 
shepherds staff in the bible. God wants us to trust his 
direction and judgment. He may need to push us in the 
right direction if we are being stubborn, but he always 
wants to protect us from danger!

ACTIVITY: Have children string beads onto pipe cleaners and bend into the 
shape of a staff. Let them practice using their staff to wrangle in a sheep.

4.	Burning Bush
TALK: One day when Moses was watching his sheep he 
saw a strange sight...

ACTIVITY: With Moses carrying a large shepherds staff, 
walk the kids around until they see the burning bush. 
Once they all stop play the first recorded line. Kids are to respond “Here I am.” 
After the second have them take off their shoes, then play the third. Have kids 
say “Who me?” Then play the fourth and fifth recording. 

5.	Signs for Moses
TALK: Even though God spoke to Moses through flames, 
He also gave Moses three wonders to prove to the 
Israelites and Pharaoh that God had sent Moses: a staff 
that turned into snake, a hand that turned leprous then  
was instantly healed, and water that turned into blood. 

ACTIVITY: Have kids color and do the maze activity. 

BONUS: Sing “Go to Egypt” song while children are 
coloring. Handout one to each adult so they can sing along too.

6.	Staff into a snake
TALK: The first sign God gave Moses was to turn his shepherds staff 
into a snake! This shocked Moses so much that he ran away from the 
snake, even though he knew that God had made it happen.

ACTIVITY: Give each child about a tablespoon of orange or brown 
Play-Doh. They are to first make a staff, then bend it into the shape of 
a snake then back into a staff.

ACTIVITIES

7.	 Leprous hand
TALK: God is the ultimate healer! The second sign he showed 
Moses that he is even in control of our bodies! He made Moses 
instantly sick, then instantly better!

ACTIVITY: Get a bucket (or bowl) of flour and a bucket (or bowl) 
of water. Cover both with one towel so the children cannot see 
inside. Stick your hand under the tub of water then the tub of flour. 
Pull your hand out so they can see how it changed. Then put your 
hand back under the towel and clean it with the water. Let the 
children take turns if they wish to participate.

8.	Water into blood
TALK: The third sign God gave Moses was to take water from 
the Nile and pour it on the ground. When it touched the ground it 
instantly became blood!

ACTIVITY: Let children fill small cups of water from a large bucket, 
and at the same time, have them pour the water into a large bowl 
with a cup of red Kool-Aid at the bottom. 

9.	Moses doubts
TALK: After all three signs Moses did not want to go! He knew that 
he would have trouble speaking in front of Pharaoh! God told him 
that he would help Moses speak and would teach him what to say. 
He was the one who gave him his mouth.

ACTIVITY: Have kids line up at the end of a driveway with their 
mom (or an adult). Then they are to walk down the driveway, with 
their parents behind them, to the Pharaoh actor/actress. Once they 
reach Pharaoh the mom (or adult) is to whisper in their ear. “Say, 
‘Let my people go!’ to Pharaoh.” The kids are to then say “Let me 
people go!” to Pharaoh.

VERSE

Then the Lord said, “Put 
your hand inside your 
cloak.” So Moses put his 
hand into his cloak, and 
when he took it out, the 
skin was leprous—it had 
become as white as snow.
Exodus 4:6

these two signs or listen 
to you, take some water 
from the Nile and pour 
it on the dry ground. The 
water you take from the 
river will become blood 
on the ground.

ACTIVITIES

10.	Aaron joins Moses
TALK: God asked Aaron, Moses’ brother to come and help. Aaron agreed 
and came to meet Moses.

ACTIVITY: Have Aaron actor/actress meet the children. Aaron is to say 
“God told me to meet with you, that you need my help. What did God tell 
you to do?” Children are then to explain what Moses was told to do and 
what three signs he was told to perform. 

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

The Lord said to Aaron, 
“Go into the wilderness 
to meet Moses.” So 
he met Moses at the 
mountain of God and 
kissed him. Then Moses 
told Aaron everything the 
Lord had sent him to say, 
and also about all the 
signs he had commanded 
him to perform.
