
WEAPONS

Armor-bearer
FOCUS
Joshua 8:18, 1 Samuel 14:6-7 Psalm 127:4, Luke 6:40, 
John 10:11, Ephesians 6:17 & Hebrews 4:12
Your Tiny Arrow can be an armor-bearer! 
They can help provide the tools to the 
mighty man they are following and learn 
from them how to fight rightly!

MATERIALS
Armor-Bearer picture (1 per child)

Bow and Arrow (1 set per child)

Javelin (1 per child)

Staff (1 per child)

Sword (1 per child)

Mighty Man picture (1 per child)

Crayons, scissors and glue

ACTIVITIES

1.	 Introduction
TALK: When you are a Tiny Arrow you are a student! 
You are always learning about God! The best way to 
learn and train is to have a teacher! Your teacher should 
fully train you in everything they know so you can be 
like them!

ACTIVITY: Color the Armor-Bearer picture. 

2.	Bow & Arrow
TALK: A bow and arrow is like a someone who is discipling 
someone (or teacher), and someone who is being discipled. 
The teacher will train, teach and release the student for their 
calling. Your parents are your teachers, they will help train 
you for your purpose!

ACTIVITY: Write child’s name on the arrow and have an 
adult shoot it while telling the child a mission.

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ACTIVITIES

3.	Javelin
TALK: When Joshua and the Israelites went to fight Ai the first time, 
they lost. The second time they went God told Joshua to take the 
javelin in his hand and point it toward Ai. He promised him that the 
city would be defeated that time and it was!

ACTIVITY: Write a scripture or God’s purpose for your family on 
a piece of paper (your Tiny Arrow can help write if they are able). 
Hang the paper on the wall and have your Tiny Arrow point the 
javelin toward it and say the scripture/phrase out loud then ask 
God to give you victory in it! 

4.	Staff
TALK: Jesus was a good shepherd, he was also a leader! A good 
shepherd lays down his life for his sheep. He seeks after those 
who are lost and finds them. He protects his flock from danger. 
The sheep follow their shepherd because they know and 
trust him! 

ACTIVITY: Insert the legs into the sheep, then pin the 
cotton ball for a tail. Glue eyes to the sheep’s face then 
glue it to the ball. Once completed, hide the sheep 
somewhere in the room while your Tiny Arrow’s eyes are 
closed and then have your Tiny Arrow go and find it!

5.	Sword
TALK: The sword, which is the Word of God is powerful! It is alive 
and active. I can cut between soul and spirit, joint and marrow 
and expose our innermost thoughts and desires! Your mighty 
man uses their sword all the time!

ACTIVITY: Write “Word of God” on the sword, then encourage 
your Tiny Arrow to find more inspiring bible verses to write on 
the sword as well!

ACTIVITIES

6.	Mighty man
TALK: Jonathan was a mighty man! He knew with 
God acting on his behalf that the Lord could save 
him from any enemy. Only Jonathan had a sword, 
but his armor-bearer followed, he trusted Jonathan 
and together they fought the Philistines and won! 
Until you are ready to yield these weapons of 
your own, watch how your mighty man wields them. In times when he 
is leading, give him the staff. In times when he is fighting, give him the 
sword. In times the the is looking ahead toward the future, give him the 
spear. And in times he is teaching you, give him the bow and arrows.

ACTIVITY: Cut, color and glue the Mighty Man next to the Armor-Bearer. 

BONUS: Sing “I am” song while children are coloring.

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.
