
BATTLE

Gideon goes out to fight
FOCUS
Judges 6:12, 7:2, 10-11, 16, 20-21
Gideon was called by God to be a 
mighty warrior and defeat Israel’s 
enemy! By following God’s battle plan, 
the enemy scattered at the sound of a 
horn and light from a torch!

MATERIALS
Gideon picture (1 per child)

30 Army men

Dream and Interpretation coloring page (1 per child)

Tent and bread

Jar of light (1 set per child)

Trumpet (1 per child)

Crayons

ACTIVITIES

1.	 Introduction
TALK: Gideon was a regular man trying to get food for his 
family, when one day he met the angel of the Lord. The 
angel called him a mighty warrior and told him he would 
lead the Israelites to fight their enemies! 

ACTIVITY: While your Tiny Arrow is coloring, point out  
the trumpet and fire. 

2.	Too many men
TALK: Gideon was able to find 32,000 men to help him fight 
the enemy. But God said that was too many! So he sent 
22,000 home, but it was still too many! So he picked 9,700 to 
leave and was left with 300!

ACTIVITY: Have you Tiny Arrow count the number of army 
men. Then have them take 20 away. Then have them take 7 
away and count how many are left!

Battle

Gideon is ready for battle!



ACTIVITIES

3.	Afraid?
TALK: Right before battle, Gideon was afraid of attacking 
the enemy. There were so many of them, and so little of the 
Israelites! So God told Gideon to go to the enemy’s camp 
and listen. Gideon heard that the enemy had a bad dream 
about him, and they were afraid! The dream was that he 
was a piece of bread attacking their camp and tearing 
down their tents! Now Gideon felt ready to fight!

ACTIVITY: Color the coloring page and go over the 
dream and its interpretation. Then, assemble the tent 
then grab a piece of the bread. Let your Tiny Arrow 
throw the bread at the tent until it collapses!

4.	Jar of light
TALK: Gideon gave the 300 men with him no weapons to 
fight the enemy. He gave each a trumpet and an empty jar 
with a torch inside. 

ACTIVITY: Have your Tiny Arrow color the cup then place the 
small light inside. 

5.	Trumpet
TALK: The Israelites had to blow the trumpets at the 
same time! When they did they made a loud sound! 
Then they smashed the jars with the torches inside 
making a bright light! Then the Israelites yelled,  
“A sword for the Lord and for Gideon!”

ACTIVITY: Color the trumpet.

5.	Battle!
TALK: Right after the Israelites yelled the enemy ran away in fear!

ACTIVITY: Set up the 27 soldiers in one spot. Then place the three soldiers 
around them. Then have your Tiny Arrow take the cup off the light, blow the 
horn and yell, “A sword for the Lord and for Gideon!”. Afterwards have all the 
soldiers in the center run away!

BONUS: Sing “Gideon’s Battle” song while arranging the men.

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.

If you are afraid to 
attack, go down to the 
camp with your servant 
Purah and listen to what 
they are saying. Afterward, 
you will be encouraged to 
attack the camp. 
Judges 7:10-11

Roll #2

Tuck the folded 
pieces in 

Roll #3
Gently squeeze 
the bottom end

Roll in a cone 
formation around 
the mouth piece

hot glue
