The light of Kings
FOCUS

Exodus 27:20, 1 Samuel 10:1, 1 Kings 11:36,  
2 Chronicles 21:7 & John 8:12
Oil was used to light the Menorah in  

the Tabernacle, and oil was used to 

anoint the kings of Israel!

MATERIALS
Menorah coloring page (1 per child)

Jar, olive oil and wick (1 set per child)

Lamp of Kings coloring page, Jesus and fire (1 set per child)

Crayons, scissors, lighter and glue

ACTIVITIES

1.	 Introduction
TALK: Oil was used to light the Menorah in the Tabernacle. 

ACTIVITY: Color the coloring page of the Menorah.

2.	oil
TALK: Just like there is anointing oil to light the Menorah  
in the Tabernacle, there was anointing oil to anoint the  
King of Israel!

ACTIVITY: Pour 1-2 tablespoons of olive oil in the jar and 
place the wick on top of the oil.

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

Command the Israelites 
to bring you clear oil 
of pressed olives for the 
light so that the lamps 
may be kept burning.
Exodus 27:20

Then Samuel took a flask 
of olive oil and poured  
it on Saul’s head. 
1 Samuel 10:1

ACTIVITIES

3.	Kings anointed
TALK: The Lord said David and his sons would be  
a constant light to Israel! Some of the kings in the 
Davidic line were David, Solomon, Asa, Joash, 
Hezekiah, and Josiah. 

ACTIVITY: Color the Lamp of Kings coloring page.

4.	Burning Lamp
TALK: Because of the Lord’s faithfulness to his  
promise to David, they will always be a light! 

ACTIVITY: Glue fire on top of the king’s crowns.

5.	Light of the world
TALK: David and his sons were anointed and were 
lights in Israel. Jesus was the King of kings and a son 
of David. He was the light of the world!

ACTIVITY: Color and glue Jesus on the center of the 
lamp and glue fire on him. Then light the oil lamp. 
 
*Be careful of the exposed flame around children.  
Have a parent light the lamp and do not leave burning 
without adult supervision.

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.
