MATERIALS

ACTIVITY

Pillar of Cloud & Fire
TALK: We learned about Moses and the Israelites leaving Egypt and 
crossing the Red Sea! They did not wander around, but followed 
God! He went ahead of them as a pillar of cloud by day and a pillar 
of fire by night!

ACTIVITY: Today let’s read Exodus 13:21 and play follow the leader! 
Have your Tiny Arrow follow you around, just like the Israelites 
followed God around!

Day 1

where to go?
FOCUS

The Israelites were exactly where God 

wanted them to be, even if it looked 

like they were trapped!

MATERIALS
2 blankets

2 chairs

ACTIVITY

trust
TALK: The Israelites were exactly where God told them to be, 
but the Egyptians had followed them! There was water in front of 
them, big rocks on the right and left and only a walkway behind 
them! They were trapped! But Moses told them to trust God!

ACTIVITY: Today let’s read Exodus 14:13-14 and have two blankets 
spread out in front of them, with the crease in the middle so it can 
part, and a chair on either side of them to represent the rocks. 
Then say “the Egyptians are coming!” And tell them not to be 
afraid but to stand firm and trust God! Then spread the blankets 
apart for your Tiny Arrow to walk through!

VERSE

Moses answered the 
people, “Do not be 
afraid. Stand firm 
and you will see the 
deliverance the Lord 
will bring you today. 
The Egyptians you see 
today you will never 
see again. The Lord will 
fight for you; you need 
only to be still.” 
Exodus 14:13-14

Day 2

FOCUS

The Israelites walked about 10 miles 

through the Red Sea!

MATERIALS
Map

ACTIVITY

through the sea
TALK: After the water parted, the Israelites walked through the Red 
Sea on dry ground! They walked about 10 miles from Pi Hahiroth to 
Baal Zephon.

ACTIVITY: Today let’s read Exodus 14:2 and map out a distance from 
where you are to 10 miles and see how far you would have to walk 
to travel as long as the Israelites did!

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

Tell the Israelites to 
turn back and encamp 
near Pi Hahiroth, between 
Migdol and the sea. They 
are to encamp by the 
sea, directly opposite Baal 
Zephon. 
Exodus 14:2

Day 3

FOCUS

The Israelites were free of slavery!

MATERIALS

ACTIVITY

sing & dance
TALK: The Israelites were finally free of the Egyptians! They were out 
of slavery! They were so excited and thankful they sang a song!

ACTIVITY: Today let’s read Exodus 15:20-21 and sing the Horse and 
the Rider song!

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

The Miriam the prophet, 
Aaron’s sister, took a 
timbrel in her hand, and 
all the women followed 
her, with timbrels and 
dancing. Miriam sang to 
them, “Sing to the Lord, 
for he is highly exalted. 
Both horse and driver he 
had hurled into the sea.” 
Exodus 15:20-21
