
PREPARING TO BUILD THE TEMPLE

Solomon asks for help
FOCUS

1 kings 5:5 & 2 Chronicles 2:8, 10, & 15-16
Solomon was given an amazing job! 

He was asked to build God’s temple in 

Jerusalem! His father David had given 

him money and resources to help build 

it, but Solomon still needed to ask 

others for help too!

MATERIALS
Letter to the king (1 per child)

Forest in Lebanon materials (1 set per child)

Hiram & Solomon Traded coloring page (1 set child)

Raft materials (1 set per child)

Map (1 per child)

Crayons and scissors

ACTIVITIES

1.	Writing a letter
TALK: Solomon wanted to build God a temple! His father 
David had asked him to do it and had given him some 
materials, but Solomon needed more! So he sent a letter  
to Hiram king of Tyre telling him what he was going to do  
and asking for wood to help him make the temple!

ACTIVITY: Help your Tiny Arrow write down the missing 
words to the letter!

2.	Asking for help
TALK: Solomon asked Hiram to send him wood 
from Lebanon, where large trees grow!

ACTIVITY: Create the forest in Lebanon.

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

I intend, therefore, to 
build a temple for the 
Name of the Lord my God.

Send me also cedar, 
juniper and algum logs 
from Lebanon, for I 
know that your servants 
are skilled in cutting 
timber there.

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ACTIVITIES 

3.	agreement
TALK: Hiram’s men were going to give Solomon wood, 
and Solomon was going to give the men wheat, barley, 
wine and olive oil!

ACTIVITY: Color the Hiram & Solomon Traded  
coloring page.

4.	trade
TALK: Hiram said he would give Solomon everything 
he asked for and wanted what Solomon was going to 
give them! 

ACTIVITY: Help your Tiny Arrow cut out the pieces to 
the Hiram and Solomon Traded coloring page. Then 
give them the wheat, barely, wine and oil, while you 
have the trees, then trade!

5.	cut down trees
TALK: Hiram said his men would cut the trees in Lebanon for him! 

ACTIVITY: Let your Tiny Arrow “cut down” the trees in the forest.

6.	send them to Solomon
TALK: After Hiram and his men cut down the trees, they 
were suppose to make them into rafts and float them 
down the sea so Solomon could catch them and bring 
them to Jerusalem! 

ACTIVITY: Put the straws into the Popsicle sticks to 
make a raft and float it in some water. Then trace 
the path the wood went on the map! 

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

I will give your servants, 
the woodsmen who cut 
the timber, twenty 
thousand cors of ground 
wheat, twenty thousand 
cors of barely, twenty 
thousand baths of wine 
and twenty thousand 
baths of olive oil.
2 chronicles 2:10

Now let my lord send his 
servants the wheat and 
barely and the olive oil 
and wine he promised
2 chronicles 2:15

We will cut all the 
logs from Lebanon that 
you need
2 chronicles 2:16

and will float them as 
rafts by sea down to 
Joppa. You can then take 
them up to Jerusalem.
