Exodus 25:30, Numbers 4:7, Leviticus 24:5-6 & 8-9 
& 1 Samuel 21:6
In the Tabernacle there was a table that 

had 12 loaves of unleavened bread on it!

MATERIALS
Table of Shewbread (1 per child)

Tablecloth (1 per child)

Bread of the Presense (1 set per child)

Unleavened bread ingredients (1 set per child)

Priest & David puppet (1 set per child)

Crayons, scissors & glue

ACTIVITIES

1.	 on the table
TALK: In the Tabernacle there was a table which held 
the bread of the Presence! 

ACTIVITY: Help your Tiny Arrow color and assemble 
the table that the bread of the Presence sits on.

2.	blue tablecloth
TALK: The table had a blue tablecloth on it! 

ACTIVITY: Have your Tiny Arrow color the tablecloth 
blue and glue it to the table.

3.	unleavened bread
TALK: The bread on the table was unleavened, that 
means it was flat!

ACTIVITY: Have your Tiny Arrow cut out 12 circles 
and place them on the table in 2 stacks. Then have 
your Tiny Arrow help you create unleavened bread!

“Take the finest flour 
and bake twelve loaves of 
bread, using two-tenths 
of an ephah for each 
loaf. Arrange them in two 
stacks, six in each stack, 
on the table of pure gold 
before the Lord.” 
Leviticus 24:5-6



ACTIVITIES

4.	Priests
TALK: The priests were allowed to eat the bread after it 
sat on the table for a week!

ACTIVITY: Have your Tiny Arrow color the priest puppet 
and let your Tiny Arrow pretend to feed him one of the 
pieces of bread. 

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

This bread is to be set 
out before the Lord 
regularly, Sabbath after 
Sabbath, on behalf of the 
Israelites, as a lasting 
covenant. It belongs to 
Aaron and his sons, who 
are to eat it in the 
sanctuary area, because 
it is a most holy part 
of their perpetual share 
of the food offerings 
presented to the Lord. 
Leviticus 24:8-9

So the priest gave him 
the consecrated bread, 
since there was no bread 
there except the bread 
of the Presence that had 
been removed from before 
the Lord and replaced by 
hot bread on the day it 
was taken away.
1 Samuel 21:6

5.	david
TALK: One day David needed bread and the priest gave 
him bread from the Table of Shewbread!

ACTIVITY: Have your Tiny Arrow color the David puppet 
and pretend to feed him a piece of bread from the 
table, then let your Tiny Arrow try the unleavened bread 
you made!

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.











unleavened bread 
INGREDIENTS:  

2 cups flour  

1 Cup Water, Cold  

1/2 teaspoon Salt

STEPS: 

1.	 Combine salt and flour together in a bowl. Stir in the water  

until the dough comes together in a ball. Knead for 5 minutes. 

2.	Pre-heat skillet over medium-low heat.

3.	Pinch off 5-7 pieces of dough and form into small balls.  

Roll out each piece on a lightly floured surface about 6” each

4.	Cook on a hot skillet for 2 minutes on each side.  

Serve or store covered.
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
