Blue
FOCUS

exodus 24:10, 28:15 & 31 Numbers 4:7-11 & 15:38, 
Esther 8:15, Ezekiel 23:6 & Revelation 21:19 
In the Bible the color blue can represent  
a covering, royalty, floors, Assyrian 
commanders, the High Priest and tzitzit’s! 
It’s even on Israel’s flag!

MATERIALS
Blue picture

Color wheel (1 per child)

It’s Time to Pack Up coloring page (1 per child)

Mordecai coloring page (1 per child)

Stone with blue paint or blue markers (2 sets per child)

Blue Commander t-shirt (1 per child)

Blue bandanna (1 per child)

Tzitzit (1 per child)

Israel flag coloring page (1 per child)

Crayons, glue, scissors & tape

ACTIVITIES

1.	 Introduction
TALK: Ask the children if they know what Blue can  
represent in the bible! 

ACTIVITY: Show children the Blue picture and hang  
nearby for them to see. 

2.	Blue
TALK: Blue is a color! It is one of the primary colors 
along with yellow and red!

ACTIVITY: Give each child a color wheel and point 
out the color blue.

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ACTIVITIES 

3.	Covering 
TALK: Blue is a special color! The Israelites used 
blue cloth to cover the Ark, Alter of Incense, 
Menorah, Table of Showbread and the Laver! 

ACTIVITY: Have the children glue blue squares 
onto the 5 tabernacle pieces.

4.	Mordecai
TALK: When Mordecai left the king, and had been given a 
high position, he was dressed in royal colors; blue, white 
and purple! He also got to wear a gold crown!

ACTIVITY: Have the children color the Mordecai  
coloring page.

Over the table of the 
Presence... the lampstand... 
the gold altar they are 
to spread a blue cloth
Numbers 4:7-11 

And they (Moses, Aaron 
and the elders) saw the 
God of Israel: and there 
was under his feet as it 
were a paved work of a 
sapphire stone, and as it 
were the body of heaven 
in his clearness
Exodus 24:10, KJV

The foundations of the 
city walls were decorated 
with every kind of precious 
stone. The first foundation 
was jasper, the second 
sapphire, the third agate, 
the fourth emerald
revelation 21:19

And Mordecai went out 
from the presence of 
the king (of Persia) in 
royal apparel of blue and 
white, and with a great 
crown of gold, and with 
a garment of fine linen 
and purple: and the city 
of Shushan rejoiced and 
was glad
Esther 8:15

5.	Sapphires
TALK: When Moses, Aaron and the elders of 
Israel saw God in heaven, the floor under him was 
covered with blue stones! Sapphires!

ACTIVITY: Have the children color a stone blue and 
place it under the Heaven sign.

6.	foundation
TALK: In the book of Revelation John saw that the 
foundation to one of the walls in the New Jerusalem 
was decorated with sapphires! 

ACTIVITY: Have the children color a stone blue and 
place it under the New Jerusalem sign.



ACTIVITIES

7.	 commander
TALK: The Assyrian commanders wore blue!

ACTIVITY: Have each child put on blue commander shirt. 

8.	High priest
TALK: The high priest wore a lot of blue! He had blue for his 
ephod, robe and breast piece! When we pray, we can wear a blue 
covering too called a prayer shawl!

ACTIVITY: Have children color/decorate a blue prayer shawl.

Speak unto the children of 
Israel, and bid them that 
they make them fringes 
in the borders of their 
garments throughout their 
generations, and that they 
put upon the fringe of the 
borders a ribband of blue
Numbers 15:38

Fashion a breastpiece for 
making decisions—the work 
of skilled hands. Make it 
like the ephod: of gold, and 
of blue, purple and scarlet 
yarn, and of finely twisted 
linen. Make the robe of 
the ephod entirely of 
blue cloth
Exodus 28:15 & 31

clothed in blue, governors 
and commanders
Ezekiel 23:6

9.	tzittzit
TALK: The Israelites were suppose to wear blue fringes 
on their garments! They were called tzitzit!

ACTIVITY: Give each child a tzitzit to put on the corner of 
their prayer shawl.

10.	Israel’s Flag
TALK: Israel’s flag has blue and white! The white 
and blue represents the tallit, or prayer shawl, and 
the star represents the shield of David!

ACTIVITY: Have the children color the stripes and 
star of the Israeli flag blue.

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.
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
