FOCUS

1 Samuel 8:5, 10:1, 2 Samuel 2:4, 2:10 & 4:3 
1 kings 1:39, 12:17 & 12:20 & 1 kings 15:25 - 2 
kings 17:6, 1 kings 15:1 - 2 kings 25:21, 2 kings 
17:4 & 24:15, haggai 1:1 & Matthew 1:16 
There were lots of kings of Israel! The 
country even split in two and there were 
kings of Judah and kings of Israel!

ACTIVITIES

1.	 Introduction
TALK: Ask the children if they know about the different  
kings in the bible! 

ACTIVITY: Show children the Kings picture and hang  
nearby for them to see. 

2.	we want a king
TALK: Israel was lead by prophets and priests, but one 
day they wanted to be led by a king instead, just like 
the other nations!

ACTIVITY: Have the children come together and tell the 
Samuel actor, “We want a king!”

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ACTIVITIES 

3.	anoint Saul 
TALK: God told Samuel to anoint a man named Saul to 
be king! He told him to pour oil on his head and he did! 
Saul was Israel’s first king! 

ACTIVITY: Pour oil on the children’s heads then have 
them glue the Saul crown on their Kings of Israel list.

4.	2 kings
TALK: After Saul was king there were two kings! 
David was king over Judah and Saul’s son Ish-
Bosheth was king over the rest of Israel!

ACTIVITY: Have children cut Israel on the dotted 
line and glue the David and Ish-Bosheth crowns 
on the Kings of Israel list.

Then Samuel took a flask 
of olive oil and poured it 
on Saul’s head and kissed 
him, saying, “Has not the 
Lord anointed you ruler 
over his inheritance?”
1 Samuel 10:1

When all the elders of 
Israel had come to King 
David at Hebron, the king 
made a covenant with him 
at Hebron before the Lord, 
and they anointed David 
king over Israel. 
2 Samuel 4:3

Zadok the priest took 
the horn of oil from the 
sacred tent and anointed 
Solomon.
1 kings 1:39

then the men of Judah 
came to Hebron, and there 
they anointed David king 
over the tribe of Judah.
2 Samuel 2:4

Ish-Bosheth son of Saul 
was forty years old when 
he became king over Israel
2 Samuel 2:10

5.	king David
TALK: After Ish-Bosheth died, the elders of Israel made 
David king over all Israel! Not just Judah!

ACTIVITY: Have the children tape Israel back together 
and glue the David crown on the Kings of Israel list.

6.	king Solomon
TALK: David’s son Solomon was king next. 
Solomon built the temple in Jerusalem! 

ACTIVITY: Have the children glue the temple on 
to Jerusalem and glue the Solomon crown on the 
Kings of Israel list.



ACTIVITIES

7.	 rehoboam & Jeroboam
TALK: Solomon’s son Rehoboam was king next!  
During his reign the kingdom split again!  
A man named Jeroboam reigned over Israel  
and Rehoboam reigned over Judah!

ACTIVITY: Have the children glue Rehoboam’s 
crown on the Kings of Israel list. Then have 
them cut the kingdom in two again and glue 
Rehoboam’s and Jeroboam’s crowns on the 
Kings of Israel list.

but as for the Israelites 
who were living in the 
towns of Judah, Rehoboam 
still reigned over them.
1 kings 12:17

when all the Israelites 
heard that Jeroboam 
had returned they sent 
and called him to the 
assembly and made him 
king over all Israel. 
Only the tribe of Judah 
remained loyal to the 
house of David.
1 kings 12:20

8.	Israel
TALK: The kingdom was split. Judah always had 
someone related to David who ruled, but in Israel, 
sometimes a relative would rule after the king’s 
reign, and sometimes they would be conquered and 
another family would rule!

ACTIVITY: Have the children stand in a line 
with the first person wearing the crown. 
Have the second child take the crown from 
them and put it on their own head, then 
have the third child do the same until all the 
children have had a chance to wear it. Then 
glue the kings of Israel crowns in order on 
the Kings of Israel list.

9.	israel falls
TALK: There was always a king in Israel until the 
Assyrians attacked and the kingdom fell! King Hoshea 
was even taken away in chains!

ACTIVITY: Have the children get in a group then run 
away from some Assyrian actors holding swords to a 
different location. Then have them color Israel black, 
glue it to the blue cover and glue chains under the 
Hoshea crown.



ACTIVITIES

10.	judah
TALK: The kingdom of Judah always had a 
descendant of David on the throne until the 
fall of Jerusalem. 

ACTIVITY: Have the children stand in a line 
and pass the crown to each other to wear. 
Then glue the kings of Judah crowns in order 
on the Kings of Israel list.

11.	Judah falls
TALK: The Babylonians attacked Judah and conquered! The 
king was taken captive, but the family line of David survived!

ACTIVITY: Have the children staple chains 
together, then color Judah black, glue it to 
the blue cover and glue chains under the 
Jehoaichin crown.

12.	Governor
TALK: When the people of Judah came back from Babylon, the 
kingly descendant of David survived! His name was Zerubbabel! 
Instead of becoming king, he became the governor!

ACTIVITY: Give each child a set of Zerubbabel’s keys to the city.

13.	David’s family line
TALK: The line of David didn’t end! The last known 
descendant of the kings was Joseph! Jesus’ father!  
If Israel still had a king, Jesus was the next in line!

ACTIVITY: Add King Jesus to the Kings of Israel list.

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.
