FOCUS

Psalm 2:7-8, 24:10, 47:1-9, Jeremiah 23:5, Daniel 7:14, 
Matthew 21:5, John 1:49, Colossians 1:16-17,  
Hebrews 12:2 & revelation 1:18 & 19:16
Jesus is the King of kings!

MATERIALS
King of kings picture

World puzzle and sheet of paper (1 set per child)

2 thrones

Globe and King Jesus crown (1 set per child)

King in different languages worksheet (1 per child)

Robe (1 per child)

Jesus is the King of Glory Crown (1 per child)

Righteousness and Justice scepter (1 per child)

Jesus is a Teacher coloring page (1 per child)

Donkey puppet (1 per child)

Key of death (1 per child)

Crayons, glue, scissors & tape

ACTIVITIES

1.	 Introduction
TALK: Ask the children if they know that Jesus is the  
King of kings! 

ACTIVITY: Show children the King of kings picture  
and hang nearby for them to see. 

2.	Maker of everything
TALK: Jesus made everything! He is also what holds 
everything together!

ACTIVITY: Have the children glue and put together 
the world puzzle on a sheet of paper.

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

For in him all things are 
created: things in heaven 
and on earth, visible and 
in visible, whether thrones 
or powers or rulers or 
authorities; all things have 
been created through him 
and for him.

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ACTIVITIES 

3.	throne 
TALK: Jesus sits on a throne like a king! His throne is 
next to his father! 

ACTIVITY: Have the children take turns sitting on a 
throne (chair) next to another throne (chair).

4.	king of the earth
TALK: Jesus is the king of every nation and all the earth!

ACTIVITY: Have the children use markers to color the 
globe blue and green, then put a crown around it that 
says Jesus.

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

sat down at the right hand 
of the throne of God

5.	king of all nations
TALK: Jesus is the king of everyone, even if they 
speak a different language!

ACTIVITY: Have the children write in the word King 
in 4 different languages.

6.	king of kings
TALK: On Jesus’ robe and his thigh he has the words King 
of kings and Lord of lords written on them! 

ACTIVITY: Have children color and put on a robe that has 
the words King of kings and Lord of lords on it.



ACTIVITIES

7.	 king of glory
TALK: Jesus is the King of Glory!

ACTIVITY: Have the children color and put on Jesus 
is the king of Glory crown.

8.	righteousness & justice
TALK: Jesus give us righteousness and justice!

ACTIVITY: Have the children decorate a 
Righteousness and Justice scepter.

9.	teacher
TALK: Jesus was a rabbi or teacher to his disciples! 
Jesus teaches us to be like him and to know who he is!

ACTIVITY: Have the children color the Jesus is a Teacher 
coloring page.

10.	donkey
TALK: As the King of kings Jesus could have rode a large 
horse when he entered Jerusalem for the last time, but 
he choose to ride in on a donkey! 

ACTIVITY: Have the children color and pretend to ride 
the donkey puppet.

This took place to fulfill 
what was spoken by the 
prophet, saying, “Say to 
the daughter of Zion, 
‘Behold, your king is 
coming to you, humble, 
and mounted on a donkey, 
on a colt, the foal of a 
beast of burden.’”
Matthew 21:5



ACTIVITIES

11.	keys of death
TALK: Jesus even has the keys to death! 

ACTIVITY: Give each child a black key.

12.	sing praises
TALK: We sing praises to Jesus because He is King!

ACTIVITY: Have the children sing the All Hail King Jesus song (below).

All hail King Jesus

All hail the Lord of Heaven and Earth

All hail King Jesus

All hail the Savior of the world

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.

Sing praises to God, sing 
praises; sing praises to 
our King, sing praises. For 
God is the King of all 
the earth; sing to Him 
a psalm of praise. God 
reigns over the nations; 
God is seated on His holy 
throne. The nobles of 
the nations assemble as 
the people of the God of 
Abraham, for the kings of 
the earth belong to God; 
He is greatly exalted.”
