ACTIVITY

anoint

people asked Samuel for a king! God told Samuel to 
anoint Saul! Saul was the first king of Israel! 

ACTIVITY: Today let’s read 1 Samuel 8:5 and 10:1 and 
grab some oil and anoint your child, just like Samuel 
anointed Saul!

FOCUS

Israel was ruled as one land, and it 

was also split in two and became two 

kingdoms!

MATERIALS

ACTIVITY

together & split
TALK: The kingdom was whole, and then it split, it was 
whole and then it split again! When the country was 
together it was called Israel, but when it was separate the 
top was called Israel and the bottom Judah! 

ACTIVITY: Today let’s read 2 Samuel 4:3 and put your 
hands together connected at the fingertips with your 
palms towards your face. When they are touching say that 
it is Israel, and then split them apart and name the top 
one Israel and the bottom one Judah. Do this 2 times!

Catch your Tiny Arrow and after you do put them in “prison”.
