FOCUS

matthew 10:42, 1 Corinthians 12:7-11,  
2 Corinthians 10:4 & Ephesians 6:11-12 & 14-17
We have the armor of God to protect us!

MATERIALS
Our Weapons picture

Battle entrance, level signs & buttons

Level 1: Sword, sticker (1 set per child), & 3 10’ streamers (weak, afraid 
and alone)

Level 2: Shield, sticker (1 set per child), & Fiery darts  
(nerf gun with bullets)

Level 3: Helmet, sticker & water baptism necklace (1 set per child)

Level 4: Belt, sticker (1 set per child), & jeopardy bible truths

Level 5: Anklet, fold on sheet (1 set per child), & an obstacle course

Level 6: Breastplate, sticker, Holy Spirit baptism necklace, (1 set per 
child) actor & cups of cold water (1 cup per child)

Bonus: Gifts of the Spirit papers (1 set per child)

Crayons, chalk, stapler & tape

ACTIVITIES

1.	 Introduction
TALK: Ask the children if they know about the full  
armor of God! 

ACTIVITY: Show children the Our Weapons picture  
and hang nearby for them to see. 

2.	Armor 
TALK: Paul told us about spiritual armor we can wear to help us 
fight! A sword, shield, helmet, belt, shoes and breastplate!

ACTIVITY: Give each child a set of armor to color and put on.

ACTIVITIES

3.	Weapons
TALK: We do not walk around with a sword or wear armor 
to fight with. The weapons we fight with are not weapons 
of this world, but we are given divine power to fight and 
win through Jesus! He gives us the armor of God!

ACTIVITY: Show the children the Battle entrance they will 
need to go through and explain the rules of the game.  
 
At the beginning of level 1, the children will press the start 
button then go through the entrance and complete the 
“level” by doing an activity. Once they have completed it, 
they will receive a sticker to place on a piece of their armor and 
go to the next level. There are two power up buttons in two 
different levels that they need to look out for. When they find one, 
they will touch it to receive their power up necklace. Once all 6 
levels are completed, they will press the Finish button. Then they 
will press the Bonus button and do the extra bonus level. 

4.	level 1 - Sword
TALK: The sword we have is the Word of God! It is powerful 
and makes us strong!

ACTIVITY: Have the children go through the Battle entrance and 
see 3 different sets of 10’ streamer paper with words written on 
them. The first streamer saying “weak”, the second, “afraid” and 
the third, “alone”. Have the streamers about three feet from the 
ground with parents holding it up on either end. In unison have 
the children step up to the weak streamer and say, “I am strong!” 
as they use their sword to cut the streamer. Then have them 
go to the afraid streamer and in unison say “I am strong and 
courageous!” as they use their sword to cut the streamer. Then 
have them go to the alone streamer and in unison say “God is 
with me!” as they use their sword to cut the streamer. Once all 
the streamers have been cut, give them a Hebrews 4:12 sticker 
and place it on their sword. Then they will proceed to level 2. 

5.	Level 2 - Shield
TALK: The shield of faith protects us from the fiery darts of  
the enemy!

ACTIVITY: Line the children up at the words “level 2” then 
encourage them to reach to level 3. Have people shooting 
at them with unfaithful word darts (nerf bullets) while the 
children try to block them with their shield. Once they 
reach level 3, give them a Luke 7:50 sticker to place on 
their shield. Then they will proceed to level 3.

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ACTIVITIES

6.	Level 3 - Helmet
TALK: The helmet of salvation reminds us of Jesus! 

ACTIVITY: Line the children up at the words “level 3” and 
see three chalk paths: past, present and future. Have them 
form a single line and help them walk backwards on the 
first path and grab an “I was saved” sticker to place on 
their helmet. Next, have them walk on the second path and 
grab an “I am saved” sticker to place on their helmet. Lastly, 
have them run on the third path and grab an “I will be 
saved” sticker to place on their helmet. After the third 
path encourage the children to reach up and touch 
the bonus Power Up button where they will be given 
a water baptism necklace. Then they will proceed to 
level 4.  

7.	 Level 4 - Belt
TALK: We wear the belt of truth to remind us of the Word! 

ACTIVITY: Line the children up at the words “level 
4” then have them find a seat on the ground. They 
will play jeopardy with bible truths. Whatever 
card the child gets right, they get to keep and 
place inside their belt. Once all the questions are 
completed give them the John 14:6 sticker to place 
on their belt. Then they will proceed to level 5.

8.	Level 5 - Shoes
TALK: The shoes of peace help us to walk the right way!

ACTIVITY: Line the children up at the words “level 5” and  
form into a single line. Then have them run an obstacle 
course by only stepping on the yellow circles. Once 
completed, give them the Psalm 29:11 paper to add onto  
their anklet. Then they will proceed to level 6.

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ACTIVITIES

9.	Level 6 - Breastplate
TALK: The breastplate of righteousness protects us 
from unrighteousness and help us to do the right 
thing! Even give someone a cup of cold water!

ACTIVITY: Line the children up at the words “level 6” 
and see an actor sitting down looking hot. Have the 
children offer the person a cup of cold water. After 
they have given them a cup of cold water, 
encourage the children to reach up and 
touch the Power Up button where they will 
be given a Holy Spirit baptism necklace. 
Give them a Mark 12:31 sticker to place 
onto their breastplate and have them 
touch the Finish button. 

10.	bonus - gifts of the Spirit
TALK: Tell the children they have unlocked a bonus 
level now that they have been baptized in the Holy 
Spirit! There are 9 gifts the Holy Spirit can give 
them; wisdom, knowledge, faith, gifts of healing, 
miraculous powers, prophecy, distinguishing between 
spirits, speaking in different kinds of tongues and 
interpretation of tongues

ACTIVITY: Have the children press the Bonus 
button then find and retrieve the Gifts of the Spirit 
papers scattered around the area.

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.

battle entrance
I set up a tall photo booth holder and taped streamers to the top, 
creating a wall of colored paper the children had to run through. 

Then I placed the “Start” button next to the entrance on a chair for 
the children to press to enter the game. 



Level 1 - sword
Level 1 came right after the entrance. I taped the sign to the wall 
and had three sets of two people holding the streamers up for the 
children to cut with their swords. 



Level 2 - shield
Level 2 came right after level 1. I wrote level 2 in chalk at the 
start of the level and taped the sign to the wall. I encouraged the 
children to run the short distance to level 3 and to try to not get hit 
by the nerf bullets. 



Level 3 - helmet
Level 3 came right after level 2. I wrote level 3 in chalk at the start 
of the level and taped the sign to the wall. I drew three sets of lines. 
The first line represented the past and was wavy. The children had 
to walk backwards and receive their “I was saved” sticker. The 
second line represented the present and they had to walk forwards 
and receive their “I am saved” sticker. The third line represented the 
future and was zig zag. The children had to run down it and receive 
their “I will be saved” sticker. Once completed the children touched 
the Power Up button, which was taped to the side of the wall, and 
received the water baptism necklace.



Level 4 - Belt
Level 4 came right after level 3. I wrote level 4 in chalk at the start of 
the level and taped the sign to the wall. I taped the jeopardy cards 
on a frame and hung it on the wall. 



Level 5 - shoes
Level 5 came right after level 4. I wrote level 5 in chalk at the start of 
the level and taped the sign to the wall. I drew different color shapes 
going towards level 6, but made a path of yellow circles for the 
children to follow. 



Level 6 - breastplate
Level 6 came right after level 5. I wrote level 6 in chalk at the start of 
the level and taped the sign to the wall. On one side I placed a chair 
for the person to sit on and taped the Power Up button behind them 
with the Holy Spirit baptism necklaces. On the other side I placed 
small cups and a bottle of water. At the end I placed a table with the 
Finish button (the Bonus button was underneath it).



bonus level - gifts of the Holy Spirit
The Bonus level came right after level 6. I scattered the Gifts of the 
Spirit papers for the children to collect and hung the bonus sign up. 
They pressed the Bonus button to begin.
