TALK: Three people in the book of Judges used weapons made of metal 
to fight with! Ehud used a sword, Shamgar used an oxgoad and Jael a 
tent peg. 

ACTIVITY: Today let’s read Judges 3:21, 3:31 and 4:21. Then have your 
Tiny Arrow choose one of the people and read their story in the Bible!

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

Ehud reached with his  
left hand, drew the  
sword from his right 
thigh and plunged it into 
the kings belly.
Judges 3:21

After Ehud came Shamgar 
son of Anath, who 
struck down six hundred 
Philistines with an oxgoad. 
He too saved Israel.
Judges 3:31

But Jael, Heber’s wife, 
picked up the tent peg 
and a hammer and went 
quietly to him while he 
lay fast asleep, exhausted. 
She drove the peg through 
his temple into the ground, 
and he died. 
Judges 4:21

Some of the people in the Bible used 

natural weapons to fight with!

MATERIALS
Bible

ACTIVITY

warriors using weapons
TALK: In the book of Judges and Samuel 4 people used 
more natural weapons to fight! Gideon used a rams horn, 
jar and torch, a woman used a millstone, Samson used a 
donkey jawbone and David used a sling and stone!

ACTIVITY: Today let’s read Judges 7:20, 9:52-53, 15:15 
and 1 Samuel 17:50. Then have your Tiny Arrow choose 
one of the people and read their story in the Bible!

CORRESPONDING VERSE

The three companies blew the trumpets
and smashed the jars. Grasping the torches 
in their left hands and holding in their right 
hands the trumpets they were to blow, they 
shouted, “A sword for the Lord and for Gideon.” 
Judges 7:20

Abimelek went to the tower and attacked it. 
But as he approached the entrance to the 
tower to set it on fire, a woman dropped an 
upper millstone on his head and cracked  
his skull.
Judges 9:52-53

Finding a fresh jawbone of a donkey, he 
grabbed it and struck down a thousand men.
Judges 15:15

So David triumphed over the Philistine with a 
sling and a stone; without a sword in his hand 
he stuck down the Philistine and killed him.

MATERIALS
Sticks

ACTIVITY

fuel
TALK: In the book of Ezekiel the Lord told the people there would be 
a day when they would not need to gather wood, they would use their 
weapons for fuel! 

ACTIVITY: Today let’s read Ezekiel 39:10 and have your Tiny Arrow 
gather sticks and place them in a pile, and tell them they represent the 
weapons people will use for fuel!

They will not need to 
gather wood from the
fields or cut it from the 
forests, because they will 
use the weapons for fuel.
