CLOUDS

Cloud of Witnesses
FOCUS

Hebrews 11:4-8, 11:20-22, 11:26, 11:31 & 12:1
The book of Hebrews talks about the 
cloud of witnesses! People from long ago 
who had great faith!

MATERIALS
Clouds of Witnesses picture

White and blue paper (1 set per child)

Witnesses characters (1 set per child)

Altar (1) & two items (1 set per child)

Find Jesus coloring page (1 per child)

Noah’s Ark coloring page & a handful of craft sticks  
(1 set per child)

Blessed bracelet (1 per child)

Joseph mummy

Egypt & Canaan signs

God’s Promises treasure box  (1 per child)

Rahab & 2 spies actors

Crayons, scissors, liquid glue and glue

ACTIVITIES

1.	 Introduction
TALK: Ask the children if they know about some of the 
people who lived a long time ago that had great faith! 

ACTIVITY: Show children the Cloud of Witnesses picture 
and hang nearby for them to see. 

2.	Cloud of witnesses
TALK: There are many people that have followed God 
before us that are with him in heaven now! The book of 
Hebrews called them the cloud of witnesses!

ACTIVITY: Have the children cut out cloud shapes and 
glue them to the blue sheet of paper.

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ACTIVITIES 

3.	Abel 
TALK: The first person mentioned was Abel! Abel was 
righteous because he gave God his best! 

ACTIVITY: Have the children choose between two items 
and put the best one on the “altar” for God. Then have 
them color and glue the Abel picture onto their clouds!

4.	Enoch
TALK: The second person mentioned was Enoch! 
Enoch pleased God! God even took him to heaven 
while he was still living! People looked for Enoch and 
could not find him, just like God wants us to seek Him!

ACTIVITY: Have the children find Jesus in the hidden 
picture. Then have them glue the Enoch picture onto 
their clouds!

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

By faith Abel brought God 
a better offering than 
Cain did. By faith he was 
commended as righteous.
Hebrews 11:4

By faith Enoch was taken 
from this life, so that he 
did not experience death: 
“He could not be found, 
because God had taken him 
away.” For before he was 
taken, he was commended 
as one who pleased God. 
And without faith it 
is impossible to please 
God, because anyone who 
comes to him must believe 
that he exists and that 
he rewards those who 
earnestly seek him.
Hebrews 11:5-6

By faith Noah, when 
warned about things 
not yet seen, in holy 
fear built an ark to 
save his family.
Hebrews 11:7

5.	Noah
TALK: God told Noah that a flood was coming and 
to build an ark to save himself and his family! It took 
Noah a long time to do it, but he obeyed because he 
believed what God said! He had holy fear that if he 
did not obey, his family would not be saved!

ACTIVITY: Have children find craft sticks and glue 
them on the ark coloring page. Then have them color 
and glue the Noah picture onto their clouds!



ACTIVITIES

6.	Abraham
TALK: God told Abraham to move and live somewhere else! 
Somewhere that Abraham had never been to! Abraham 
obeyed and moved to that land, God even said it would be his!

ACTIVITY: Have the children listen and obey simple 
instructions to get to a certain destination. Then have them 
glue the Abraham picture onto their clouds!

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

By faith Abraham, when 
called to go to a place 
he would later receive 
as his inheritance, obeyed 
and went, even though he 
did not know where he 
was going. 
Hebrews 11:8

By faith Isaac blessed 
Jacob and Esau in regard 
to their future.
Hebrews 11:20

By faith Jacob, when he 
was dying, blessed each 
of Joseph’s sons, and 
worshiped as he leaned 
on the top of his staff.
Hebrews 11:21

By faith Joseph, when 
his end was near, spoke 
about the exodus of the 
Israelites from Egypt 
and gave instructions 
concerning the burial of 
his bones.
Hebrews 11:22

7.	 Isaac
TALK: Isaac knew that he inherited his father Abraham’s 
blessing, and he wanted to give it to his son Jacob so the 
blessing would not end!

ACTIVITY: Have the children make a Blessed bracelet.  
Then have them glue the Isaac picture onto their clouds!

8.	Jacob
TALK: Jacob wanted to bless and adopt Joseph’s sons!  
After he blessed them, he worshiped!

ACTIVITY: Have the children give their Blessed bracelet to 
their parent then sing a worship song! Then have them glue 
the Jacob picture onto their clouds!

9.	Joseph
TALK: Joseph had lived in Egypt a very long time, but he 
believed that one day the Israelites would leave! When they 
did, he wanted them to take his bones with them!

ACTIVITY: Have the children take the small mummy from Egypt 
and bring it to Canaan. Then have them glue the Joseph picture 
onto their clouds! 



ACTIVITIES

10.	Moses
TALK: Moses grew up in a palace! The palace was full of 
beautiful treasure, but Moses didn’t want that treasure, he 
wanted God’s treasure instead! He knew obeying would give 
him more treasure than all the treasure in Egypt!

ACTIVITY: Have the children color the God’s Promises 
treasure box. Then have them glue the Moses picture 
onto their clouds! 

11.	rahab
TALK: When the two spies came to Jericho, Rahab welcomed 
them and saved them! She knew the power of their God was 
greater than the god of Jericho and was saved when Israel 
defeated Jericho! She choose God’s unfamiliar plan over what 
she knew and grew up with!

ACTIVITY: Have the Rahab actor welcome the two spies and 
say “You are strangers, but I welcome you, because I want the 
God that goes with you.” Then have the two spies say “Thank 
you for welcoming us, we will save you, because you saved 
us!” Then have them glue the Rahab picture onto their clouds! 

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

He regarded disgrace for 
the sake of Christ as 
of greater value than 
the treasures of Egypt, 
because he was looking 
ahead to his reward.

Rahab, because she 
welcomed the spies, was 
not killed with those 
who were disobedient.
