Song of Solomon 2:1-2 Matthew 6:28-29  
& John 19:2, 19:41 & 20:15-16
There was a garden by Jesus’ tomb, and 

when he was resurrected Mary thought 

that he was the gardener! Flowers 

were not only used in gardens but for 

parables and songs!

MATERIALS
Garden Tomb coloring page (1 per child)

Wildflowers real or fake

Different Flowers coloring page (1 set per child)

Lily of the Valley charm, necklace and acrylic rocks  
(1 set per child)

Mirror

What Do We Need matching page (1 per child)

Cloak coloring page and purple paper (1 set per child)

Jesus holding flowers coloring page (1 per child)

Crayons, scissors and glue

ACTIVITIES

1.	 Garden
TALK: The place that Jesus was buried had a garden 
next to it!

ACTIVITY: Let your Tiny Arrow color the Garden 
Tomb coloring page. 

2.	Dressed beautifully
TALK: God made the flowers beautiful! They do not 
have to work or make their clothes, they were grown to 
be beautiful! No matter how hard we try to change our 
appearance, God made us beautiful just the way we are! 

ACTIVITY: Have your Tiny Arrow view the flowers and 
point out their pretty colors and shapes!

ACTIVITIES

3.	Lilies
TALK: We are meant to be kind and loving! Like a lily 
among thorns!

ACTIVITY: Have your Tiny Arrow find the Lily of the 
Valley flower charm among the thorns (acrylic rocks). 
Then help them put the charm on the necklace to 
remind them to be kind and loving! After, have them 
glue the lilies onto the garden.

4.	roses
TALK: A Rose of Sharon was grown in hard and dry 
conditions, but grew to be beautiful and strong! In 
the book Song of Solomon, a woman describes 
herself as a Rose of Sharon.

ACTIVITY: Have your Tiny Arrow look in a mirror and 
say to themselves “I am beautiful and strong”. After, 
have them glue the roses to the garden.

5.	Wildflowers
TALK: Even though wildflowers do not last for a long 
time, God still cares about them! He helped them 
to grow, to have water and sunshine, and he made 
them beautiful to look at! He cares about wildflowers, 
but He cares even more for you! 

ACTIVITY: Help your Tiny Arrow match what the 
flower needs to the flower and what they need to 
themselves. Then glue the wildflowers to the garden.

ACTIVITIES

6.	Violets
TALK: When you think of violets, you think of the 
color purple! Purple was such an expensive dye that 
royalty liked to use it! They even put a purple robe 
on Jesus before he died!

ACTIVITY: Help your Tiny Arrow tear/cut strips of 
purple paper and glue them to the cloak. Then glue 
the violets to the garden.

7.	 Gardener
TALK: When Jesus was resurrected he was outside 
his tomb looking at the garden! Mary even thought 
he was the gardener!

ACTIVITY: Have your Tiny Arrow color and glue 
Jesus holding flowers by the garden!

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.
