FOCUS

Genesis 29:35 & 49:9, Numbers 2:3, 1 Samuel 17:23 
& 17:50, Hosea 11:10 & Revelation 5:5
Judah is called a lion! The tribe of Judah 

was known to be strong!

MATERIALS
Lion mask (1 per child)

Flag and stencil (1 set per child)

Toy not provided

Jesus scroll (1 per child)

Crayons, black permanent marker and tape

ACTIVITIES

1.	Judah
TALK: Judah was Jacob’s fourth son! His mother Leah 
named him that because she wanted to praise the Lord!

ACTIVITY: Have your Tiny Arrow sing a worship song or 
say “Praise the Lord”!

2.	roar
TALK: Lions can roar to show they are in charge and to 
defend their home! In the book of Hosea it says when we 
follow God, he will roar like a lion!

ACTIVITY: Help your Tiny Arrow assemble the lion mask, 
then have them put it on and roar!

ACTIVITIES

3.	Flag
TALK: The 12 tribes of Israel all had flags and 
Judah’s had a lion on it! 

ACTIVITY: Help your Tiny Arrow use the stencil and 
marker to draw a lion on the flag.

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

On the east, toward the 
sunrise, the divisions of 
the camp of Judah are 
to encamp under their 
standard.
Numbers 2:3

You are a lion’s cub, Judah 
Genesis 49:9

As he was talking 
with them, Goliath, the 
Philistine champion from 
Gath, stepped out from 
his lines and shouted his 
usual defiance, and David 
heard it.
1 Samuel 17:23

So David triumphed over 
the Philistine with a sling 
and a stone; without a 
sword in his hand he 
struck down the Philistine 
and killed him. 
1 Samuel 17:50

Then one of the elders 
said to me, “Do not weep! 
See, the Lion of the tribe 
of Judah, the Root of 
David, has triumphed. He is 
able to open the scroll 
and its seven seals.”
Revelation 5:5

4.	protect
TALK: Lion’s protect their family! David was from the tribe 
of Judah and when someone threatened his people he 
tried to protect them! When the giant Goliath threatened 
the Israelites, David protected them! With God’s help 
David defeated a giant! 

ACTIVITY: Play a game with your Tiny Arrow where your 
child has to protect a favorite toy from you by not letting 
you grab it.

5.	Jesus
TALK: Jesus was from the tribe of Judah too! He was 
even called the Lion of Judah! He was victorious by 
opening a scroll that no one else could open!

ACTIVITY: Help your Tiny Arrow open the 7 seals and the 
scroll, then have them color the Jesus coloring page.

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.
