FOCUS

Deuteronomy 32:10-11, Job 39:29, Isaiah 40:31,  
Daniel 4:33, Obadiah 1:4 & Revelation 8:13
Eagles are birds! They have amazing 

eyesight, and can fly high in the air for 

a long time. They even make their nests 

way up high!

MATERIALS
Eagle puppet (1 per child)

Trumpet (1 per child)

Nest (1 per child)

Crayons and glue

ACTIVITIES

1.	 Eyes
TALK: Eagles have amazing eyesight! They can see far away and 
when they are hunting, they do not look back like other birds, their 
eyes are focused!

ACTIVITY: Help your Tiny Arrow glue the eyes to their eagle 
puppet. Then have your Tiny Arrow practice focusing on your 
finger in front of their face as you slowly move it back and forth. 

2.	Wings
TALK: Eagles have large and powerful wings! They can soar high 
in the air! They can even fly through storms and ride on the wind!

ACTIVITY: Help your Tiny Arrow glue the wings to their puppet. 
Then have them flap their arms like they have wings!

ACTIVITIES

3.	Claws
TALK: The talons or claws of an eagle are large and strong! 
One day King Nebuchadnezzar had hair and nails that looked 
like a birds!

ACTIVITY: Have your Tiny Arrow glue the claws onto their 
puppet. Then help your Tiny Arrow find their own nails and talk 
to them about their length. Are they short or long? Eagles have 
long nails, just like King Nebuchadnezzar once did!

CORRESPONDING 
VERSE

Immediately what had been 
said about Nebuchadnezzar 
was fulfilled. He was 
driven away from people 
and ate grass like the 
ox. His body was drenched 
with the dew of heaven 
until his hair grew like 
the feathers of an eagle 
and his nails like the 
claws of a bird.

As I watched, I heard an 
eagle that was flying in 
midair call out in a loud 
voice: “Woe! Woe! Woe to 
the inhabitants of the 
earth, because of the 
trumpet blasts about to 
be sounded by the other 
three angels!”

4.	Voice
TALK: Eagles have a high pitched sound! In the book 
of Revelation an eagle spoke and warned people 
about the trumpet that was about to be sounded! 

ACTIVITY: Have your Tiny Arrow glue the beak onto 
their puppet. Then help your Tiny Arrow put the 
puppet on their hand and move the mouth as you 
make an eagle sound! Afterwards, have your Tiny 
Arrow blow the trumpet. 

5.	Soar
TALK: Eagles are called the king of birds! They hunt prey, 
can fly swiftly and are strong! They can even soar for 
miles on rising warm air without flapping their wings!

ACTIVITY: Have your Tiny Arrow put their eagle puppet 
on, then have them pretend to fly and soar! 

BONUS: Lift your Tiny Arrow up and move them around 
like they are flying. Have them flap their arms like 
wings, then have them keep their hands straight out (to 
resemble soaring) why they are still moving.

ACTIVITIES

6.	Nests
TALK: Eagles have nests that are high up! That way 
their young are protected! 

ACTIVITY: Help your Tiny Arrow make a nest, and 
place it in somewhere high up. Then help them to put 
their puppet inside the nest.

OPTIONAL: Hand out each child a bible verse to  
take home.
